Our leaders are highly competent, spiritually active, theologically thinking people
who love the Lord and love the ELCA. They do not deserve what this economy and what whining congregations
have done.

So my call is threefold. Please pray for the families struggling with hurt, grief, and perilous futures. Speak well
of the mission of the ELCA and find out more about who we are by checking the ELCA website. Finally, be
consistent and sacrificial to your giving to OSLC for we are pledged to give any excess money in our operating
budget at the end of the year to the synod and churchwide organization.
